
 
 

 

 
 

 

 
Telomere Biology Disorders, including Dyskeratosis Congenita: One $62,528 grant 
available to investigators conducting basic or clinical research on all aspects of Dyskeratosis 
Congenita / Telomere Biology Disorders. Dyskeratosis Congenita is a progressive, genetic 
condition caused by defects in telomeres, the protective caps at the ends of chromosomes. 
Impaired telomere maintenance in Dyskeratosis Congenita/Telomere Biology Disorders results 
in problems throughout the body, notably including blood, liver, and lung disease, and cancer. 
Proposals that seek to advance the understanding of the genetics, biology, pathophysiology, 
disease manifestations, treatment, natural history and/or outcomes of telomere diseases, 
including late effects of stem cell transplant, will be considered. This grant is made possible by 
Team Telomere.
